“Expression of mood and deep feelings, interplay of the things you learn (unconscious) and their connection to the emotional and physical, messy, empathy, boundaries. Realizing oneness, allowing
yourself to feel what’s happening at a particular moment, feeling not thinking. Showing sorrow, kindness, reactions, and how you express them. Inner responses, gender roles (i.e. men told not to

have emotions). Physical component to emotions felt daily is linked to well-being. Attentive. Management, balancing life, sharing, hair raising, frustrating. Feelings that aren’t necessarily reason. Can
be an unsafe area for some because of judgement.”

On July 1, 2010 the oskinikiwikamik (young men’s home) was renamed oskayak wikiwaw (Children’s Home) and is
located in Saskatoon. With the expansion of three more beds the revised child care facility continues to serve
apprehended children six to twelve years of age with a special focus on siblings in care. It is a temporary home
that allows siblings in care to remain together within a safe and nurturing environment.

The oskayak wikiwaw is status blind meaning all genders, races, and cultures are accepted.
